The Developmental Neuropsychology Clinic 
provides learning disability and neuropsychological 
evaluations for children and adolescents, and 
learning disability evaluations for adults. We are 
located in the Psychology Department at the 
University of Denver and are part of a nationally 
known neuropsychology research laboratory that 
studies children and families who have problems 
with dyslexia, Attention Deficit Hyperactivity 
Disorder, and autism. The clinic offers two types of 
evaluations. The Learning Disabilities evaluation is 
for individuals who are having (or had) problems in 
school and are suspected of having a leaning 
disability. These individuals often have a school 
history of problems learning to read and spell or 
attending to schoolwork. Often other family 
members have had similar problems with 
schoolwork. The Neuropsychology evaluation is for 
children and adolescents whose diffi culties are more 
widespread and/or who may have experienced 
specific risk factors for neuropsychological 
problems, such as certain medical conditions or 
head injuries. A screening of social/emotional 
functioning is completed as part of these 
evaluations and a more in-depth evaluation of 
emotional concerns is conducted when indicated.

The services 
provided include inpatient treatment, emergency 
services, case management, counseling and 
treatment, rehabilitation services, residential care. 
Medication management, in-home family 
preservation, day services, residential support 
services, peer/family support and public education. 
Two state mental health institutes at Pueblo and 
Fort Logan provide inpatient hospitalization for 
Colorado residents with serious mental illness. 
These institutions function as part of the integrated 
public mental health system with policy direction 
and program monitoring provided by The Division 
of Mental Health.

At present, there are eight MHASAs 
responsible for implementing the Medicaid Mental Health Capitation Program through 
contracts with the State. The MHASAs currently operate care programs serving all of 
Colorado's 64 counties.  Each MHASA is responsible for managing the delivery of 
mental health services to Medicaid-eligible individuals in its assigned geographic service 
area. They provide services for individuals with information about mental illnesses and 
assessments, as well as resources for care and recovery.
