
OSTEOPATHIC STUDENTS 
 
All requirements listed on the application as well as the following: 
 
USMLE Step 1 or COMPLELX Exam 
 
Osteopathic students must have successfully passed USMLE Step 1 or the COMPLEX 
exam prior to participating in HSC electives. 
 
Administrative Fee 
 
Students attending Osteopathic Schools affiliated with the Colorado Osteopathic 
Education Center (COEC) will pay a nonrefundable application fee of $150 which must 
be received with the application. 
 
Students attending Osteopathic Schools NOT affiliated with the Colorado Osteopathic 
Education Center (COEC):   Colorado residents will pay a one time administrative fee 
of $1000 (students claiming Colorado residency status are required to complete the 
Colorado Residency Form).  Non-Colorado residents will pay a one time fee of $2000.   
Once accepted students have two weeks to submit the check made payable to 
University of Colorado Denver School of Medicine.  The fee is non-refundable. 
 
Courses Offered:  Some departments do not offer courses to osteopathic students.  In 
the course book of available visiting student electives, those courses are indicated by 
an * before the course number.
